Using Rollover Buttons
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Open up your template (and that should be from the “Assets” tab).
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Click on the area that you want to insert the Roll-Over button (if it’s a blank spot, that’s fine, if it’s to replace an existing button, delete the button and the cursor will be in the place for the new roll-over button).
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· Go to Insert,
· Image Objects,
· Rollover Image


· Enter a short abbreviation of that button in “Image Name”
· Browse to the “Original Image” meaning the first image to show up.

· Browse to the “Rollover Image” meaning the second image to show.
· Type in the name of the button in “Alternate text”.

· Finally Browse to the link it’s supposed to go to.

· Repeat the process for each button.
