Dear Parents:

Last school year, the Addison Police Department worked with us to develop a plan, which allows parents some flexibility in picking-up and dropping-off children at school while maintaining the safety of drivers, pedestrians, and students.

As the first half of the year comes to an end, it may be a good idea to review these procedures.  In summary, the No Parking Signs along Stone Avenue need to stay intact because there needs to be room for emergency vehicles if the need arises.  Parents may, however, use the north side of Stone Avenue for pick-up and drop-off only.   Even though the signage states “No Parking”, The Addison Police has agreed not to ticket parents who use the north side of Stone Avenue for this purpose.  If you decide to get out of your car, you are subject to a parking ticket.  Please be aware that the No Parking signs posted on DuPage, the designated bus area on Dupage, and the south side of Stone Avenue may not be used as a pick-up or drop-off area.  Drivers who use this area for this reason are subject to a parking ticket as well.  As always, we ask only parents who have business to address inside the school to use the parking lot as our spaces are limited.

On the reverse side of this letter is a map of displaying where parents can legally park.  We have also posted this map on the school’s website for your reference.  It is important to know that the Addison Police periodically sends an officer out to enforce these guidelines as well.  With their help and your cooperation we can continue to make our pick-up and drop-off procedures safe.
